3.5 CCC – Marsh Lane quarry -  Issue of Water Resources Licence to abstract water  

“On 15 January 2021 the Environment Agency issued Tarmac with a Water Resources Licence to 

Abstract Water. This covers dewatering the mineral extraction area and discharging water to maintain 

the flow in Longmarsh Brook and Lake Brook. It is subject to conditions relating to water quantity 

and quality. These measures meet the requirements of condition 22 of planning permission 

H/0655/95.  

 

A written scheme of investigation for Palaeolithic/geoarchaeological assessment and mitigation has 

been approved by the County Council’s Historic Environment Team. It can be found on our website 

under reference no. H/00655/95/CM/C2.”

“Houghton & Wyton parish council circulated and presented the attached information to the St.Ives 

Planning Committee last week who gave their unanimous ‘in principle’ support for our aims and 

objectives regarding the potential for development of the BBSRC ‘gap’ field between the village and 

town.

Whilst we are aware that AECOM, the consultancy group helping Homes England have announced a 

public consultation in March, we are having on-going meetings now with Homes England and HDC 

and are using messages of support to inform our meetings and to shape what ultimately comes 

forward for public consultation.

3.7 AECOM – Upcoming consultation on proposals for the Houghton Grange field site 

“I am writing to you on behalf of Homes England to provide an update on engagement on Phase 2 of 

Houghton Grange, Houghton Road, which includes approximately 120 homes, as well as open space 

and ancillary infrastructure.  

 

Following our stakeholder workshop in November 2020, we have amended our engagement timeline 

to allow for consideration of the issues raised at these events. We now intend to launch a public 

consultation on our proposals on Wednesday 3 March 2021, with the aim of submitting our planning 

application later this year.  

 

As a result of the ongoing COVID-19 restrictions, the proposals will be presented using an online 

consultation platform to avoid any risk to attendee health. This platform will allow local organisations 

and the local community to attend a virtual public exhibition, which will be open throughout the 

engagement period. This will be supplemented with: 

 

• Two live chat sessions where members of the local community can ask the project team 

questions; 

• Hard copy materials available upon request; and 

• A dedicated email address and telephone number through which members of the public can 

contact the team during the consultation period.  

The consultation will run from 3 March 2021 to 14 April 2021. As a key stakeholder we would like 

to invite you to a preview event prior to the launch of the engagement, at 6pm on Tuesday 2 March 

2021. This will give you the opportunity to view the proposals and ask any questions you may have. 

If you would like to attend this event, please confirm by responding to this email.    

 

Our aim is for our engagement to reach as much of the local community as is possible. To achieve 

this, we will be using press releases, letters to local residents and social media to publicise the 

consultation. I would be grateful if you could support us in encouraging participation by sharing the 

details, once available, with your local networks.

 Cllr Meredith writes: 

“In the current circumstances it is not possible to plant any of the trees we have available for planting 

as the Tree Wardens are unable to assess locations for the trees and any community tree planting 



 

 

event would be impossible. The situation will be reviewed as Covid restrictions change. The trees are 

in containers so can be planted at any time of the year; however regular watering is even more 

essential if the trees are planted later than March.”

3.  Surface water drainage.  We have recurrent problems with surface water on roads caused, in most 

cases, by blocked drains and inadequate maintenance of all road drainage infrastructure in the 

following roads: High Street, Manor Rd, Burlington Way, Old Pound Close (3 places), Daintree Way 

(2 places), Weir Road, Stepping Stones, St Ives Rd, Glebe Rd (cul de sac), Meadow Lane.  Recent 

heavy rains affected all of these areas although there was no flooding from the river.  We are not 

confident that the CCC Highways have a consistent (certainly not public) and easily available record 

of exactly what sort of drainage infrastructure exists. 

4. A clear and transparent delineation of responsibilities between County, District and Parish for all 

issues related to Highways - drainage, road surface (potholes), grass cutting, overhanging vegetation 

(particularly bad on all types of road/paths, road markings, signage and other road- and path- side 

furniture. 

5. The CCC web reporting system usually works well for us - except that there are a lot of very old 

issues still flagged on the map that have either been dealt with or gone away.  The bureaucracy 



 

 

associated with getting Skanska (and other contractors?) to do a job seems intimidating in terms of 

both timing and costing and the transfer of exact specifications (e.g. exact location for work).  Works 

have been initiated within days of notification in some cases but have taken in excess of a year in 

other cases.  (e.g. open manhole cover in verge of St Ives Rd).  

The recent diversion arranged following the London Rd lorry fire (Dec 2020) was totally unsuited to 

large  and/or heavy trucks which have left lasting damage to the roads and pavements infrastructure in 

the village.  Signing, communication and enforcement of diversion routes was an issue throughout the 

construction of the A14 and lessons are there to be learned!” 

 

 (8.2) Parking in Marsh Lane 

 The fishery keeper has replied as follows: 

“I sincerely apologise to the Parish Council and any residents who have had problems caused by our 

anglers parking on the pavement and near their entrances. Unfortunately due to covid these fisherman 

are not our regulars and as you know we are only volunteers so these anglers are taking a lot longer to 

police. I would guess its mostly weekends this occurs which unfortunately i work a lot of weekends. 

I have posted on our LAA Facebook page telling all anglers fishing the lake to park on the road 

lakeside and not on the side of houses. This may take a little while to filter through but hopefully they 

will all get the message soon. Myself and Steve will police this when we are up the lake. I’m hoping 

as the Government has ban night fishing these anglers will not turn up for a while giving your 

residents some peace. 

Again my sincere apologies for the problems caused to everyone.”

A petition wih 29 signatures from Apple Orchard and Glebe Rd residents has been received.  

Cllr Waters’ proposed  draft letter below: 

“Dear Mr Simpson   

Re: Ongoing serious sewage issue in Hemingford Grey, Huntingdon, Cambs. 
  

The residents of Hemingford Grey appreciate the emergency pumping being carried out by Anglian 

Water since Christmas due to the problems with the pumps at The Thorpe. That issue seems to have 

been sorted for the short term but has done nothing to alleviate the recurring overflowing sewage 

further 'upstream' in the village. We have now received the attached petition from residents in The 

Apple Orchard and Glebe Road which speaks for itself 

  

With front gardens completely flooded and sewage bubbling up from AW manholes and running 

across roads into surface water drains THIS IS AN IMMEDIATE PUBLIC HEALTH ISSUE.  This is 



 

 

not only for the nearby householders but also other residents using the Apple Orchard as a very busy 

pedestrian route with children and dogs accessing Daintree Green.   

  

We understand that your local engineers are aware of these faults but we know that, after at least 

thirty years of fruitless correspondence, the residents of that immediate area are incredibly frustrated 

at the continued 'sticking plaster' solutions provided by AW.  There have been regular visits from 

tankers, provision of non return valves, waiving of sewerage bills and even compensation to residents 

for sewage flooding of their properties. We know that the immediate problems are exacerbated by 

recent heavy rainfall but that is apparently going to happen more often in the future with predicted 

climate change. 

  

Right now we certainly need more ‘sticking plasters’ but we also need to know that AW actually has a 

long term plan to increase the capacity of the system. It clearly cannot cope with the load from the 

hundreds of homes near London Road that have been built since the original main sewer pipe 

was installed in the 1950s. We understood, after work in Gore Tree Road in 2019, that there would be 

a survey of the sewerage system in Hemingford Grey but have seen nothing of it yet. Does it exist? 

  

This email is being copied to our MP, Jonathan Djanogly, and our county and district councillors.   

  

Your help in resolving Hemingford Grey sewage system problems would be appreciated. Please let us 

know how you intend to do this.”

“In common with many other local groups we place posters around the village on the available notice 

boards. I believe I am right that all notice boards bar The Thorpe are enclosed behind glass doors 

which protects them from the elements.  

 

We have observed that the posters at this location become quite wet, even those that are laminated, 

and quickly deteriorate. It may be that the overhanging vegetation exacerbates the problem. 

 

Is there any possibility that this notice board might be brought up to the same standard as the others?” 

The Handyman has been asked if this is something he can do and he has agreed to take a look. An 

update report will be brought to the meeting
